I work very hard at what | do, putting my heart and soul into every picture | take. | don't believe that anyone else
should profit from the imagery that | create just because | don't have the deep pocktets of a large corporation to
protect my interests. As you know, the unauthorized copying, sale, and distribution of artists’ intellectual property
directly impacts the ability of artists and creators to control the use of their own creativity, not to mention their
ability to receive income they have earned from their labor. This impacts U.S. employment and the economy, and
our ability to globally compete.

When you are considering what type of course to take regarding copyright protection please keep the interests of
the individual content providers like myself at heart.
